Ffos Las — Britain’s newest turf racecourse
— has awarded the contract for all catering
services at the Carmarthenshire course to
the Lindley Group.

The eight-year, £5 million deal will see Lindley
providing catering for up to 6,000 racegoers a
day when the course opens for its’ rst meeting
onJune 18.

Ffos Las is one of the 10 courses operated by
The Northern Racing Group and has become
the ’ fth course within the Group to appoint
Lindley to manage its catering business. Lindley
also operates catering services at the Group’s
Hereford, Bath and Great Yarmouth courses
and has also just been awarded the contract at
Chepstow (see page 4).

Catering and hospitality facilities at the Ffos Las
site, which is undergoing the ’nal stages of
construction, include: the 150 seat Bridles
Restaurant complete with 3 metre wide viewing
balcony; a VIP hospitality marquee for up to 450
guests; eight interlinked executive boxes which
can be opened up to cater for groups of up to 100
people; 600 acres of land which can be served by
outdoor catering units; plus a range of public bars
and cafeés.

Commenting on the appointment of the Lindley
Group to manage the wide array of catering facili-
ties, Jon Williams, General Manager at Ffos Las,
says. “The Lindley Group have a reputation for be-
ing extremely competent sports venue caterers.

“They have already demonstrated their expertise
at other racecourses within the Northern Racing
Group, and we have the utmost con’ dence in
their ability to deliver high quality catering for
high numbers in a high pressure environment.
We have also been impressed by their ability to
generate incremental business through market-
ing venues'’ conference and banqueting facilities,
which is an area we are keen to develop.

“The racecourse is in an idyllic setting, situated
amidst rolling hills and countryside with pictur-
esque views down the Gwendraeth Valley to
Carmarthen Bay, yet it is only 15 minutes from
the M4 and an hour’s drive from Pembroke Dock
and Fishguard which makes it highly accessible
forawide catchment area. Andits, exible, state-
of-the-art indoor and outdoor facilities enable us
to cater for almost any event from wedding
receptions and business conferences through
to full scale exhibitions.”

Set on the former site of the largest open cast
coal mine in Europe, Ffos Las is situated between
Llanelli and Carmarthen. It is the ’ rst new turf
racecourse to be built in the UK for 80 years and
will bring top class racing back to West Wales for
the’ rst time since 1937.
